 Grandparents, moms and dads, anxious children dressed for 
Christmas Eve, students home from college, young adults, and 
visitors filled the sanctuary.

Mary, … who was expecting a child. … The time came for her to 
deliver her child … and she gave birth to her first born. …In that 
region were shepherds living in the fields …I am bringing you 
great news of a great joy for all the people – for to you today is 
born a Savior, who is the Messiah, the Lord. …” The lights were 
dimmed and the light of a single candle lit the sanctuary.  The light 
from the candle was past from Pastors to ushers to row after row of 
people until the whole sanctuary was aglow in candlelight and the 
sanctuary slowly and with holy praise began to be filled with 
“Silent Night, Holy Night, all is calm…” 
 Following the wonderful worship service, I was invited 
over to my secretary’s house for Christmas Eve.  Bonnie Kay and I 
were to be married in two weeks and she was in Milwaukee and I 
was in Rolla, North Dakota.  My secretary came to church every 
Sunday, but her husband was a business man who didn’t like to 
come to church.  Her daughter and new boyfriend were home for 
Christmas, so was her son, who was a freshman in college.  She 
also had a young son, who was in kindergarten.  After a fine meal, 
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the presents were passed out.  The adults quickly opened their 
presents and “Thank you’s were said and gifts were appreciated.  
Then all the adults watched the young boy begin to open the pile of 
gifts that lay before him.  His starry eyes looked to each bright 
present and he was unsure of which present to open first.  Each toy 
received a squeal of delight.  The older daughter turned to her new 
boy friend and said, “This is what Christmas is all about; watching 
the joy of the children opening their presents.” 
 I looked at the little boy and it was fun to see his delight, 
but I knew that his joy over the presents were only a small essence 
of what Christmas was all about.  I thought back to the worship 
service.  I remembered the faces listening with rapt attention of 
Mary giving birth, the angels declaring the good news to the 
shepherds, “To you is born this day in the city of David a Savior, 
who is the Messiah, the Lord.”  This is what Christmas is all about.  
The Lord entered our darkness, our broken world, as a baby born 
in a manger, surrounded by Joseph, Mary, oxen, donkeys, sheep 
with the smell of fresh hay and straw.  The world longing for hope 
had hope fulfilled as the Lord himself became Immanuel, God with 
us.  The angel shared the good news to the shepherds and it was for 
them and for all people, including you and me.  Our Savior came 
to bring God’s grace and love and light.  No longer would we 
wonder if God loved us, he came in person to save us.  We would 
not remain lost in sin, our Lord would seek us out and bring us 
home, holding us close with rejoicing in heaven, because we had 
been found.  No longer do we walk alone, but our Lord Jesus is 
with us.  Jesus claims us and releases us from our sins.  Jesus 
comforts our sorrows and calms our fears as he has defeated death 
for us and gives us the gift of eternal life.  Our Lord Jesus, 
Immanuel walks with us, giving us his Holy Spirit to give us the 
gift of faith, teaching us how to pray, walking beside us filling our 
hearts with his love and hope.
